We are very proud to be an
accredited THRIVE school with Mrs
Holdich as our licensed practitioner,
and Mrs Hutchinson, Mrs McClue and
myself training this year. But, what is
it all about?

THRIVE focuses on children’s social
and emotional development. It
enables us to learn about what is age
appropriate for children at various
stages and identify any gaps with
activities and strategies to ‘plug’ these
gaps. It focuses on children’s stress
management system - how they cope
in different situations, how they
respond to others and how well they
recognise feelings and sensations in
themselves.

Mental health of adults and children
is an issue we cannot ignore today
and we hope that our Ilearning
through THRIVE and feeding this out
to our staff will help our children have
a good sense of self and positive
approach to life’s challenges.

We screen the whole class and then,
we may screen individual children -
for this latter stage, we'll seek your
consent and talk to you about what
THRIVE may offer your child. We
may then work on things 1:1 with
them, in a small group, a mix of both
or as the whole class.

| hope that this is seen as a really
positive step in supporting your child
in school; helping them to make sense
of the world around them is key for a
happy, successful child, teenage and
adult.
