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What have we been up to? 

 

Back in September, we started off each week with free play on Mondays.  
Children could choose from the Clubhouse toys and resources to entertain 
themselves inside or (as much as possible) outside.

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Construction was another activity theme after half term.  This 
covered everything from den making to toothpicks and 
marshmallows!  There were some amazing creations out of 
duplo which showed off the children’s collaborative skills too. 
 
 We enjoyed arts and crafts time every week with lots of 
seasonal crafts to get stuck into – including plenty of 
Halloween and Christmas decorations.
